READING A RADIO PLAY
A radio play is a play written for radio broadcast, which means that it was originally meant to be heard, not seen.  When you’re reading a radio play, you’ll understand it
best if you try to imagine what it would sound like being performed.  As you read, look for the following elements:
•  Stage directions or instructions, for the actor will help you know how a line is spoken.
•  Sound effects are often used to suggest what is happening in the play.  They help a listener “see” the action.
•  the term music will indicate when and sometimes what kind of music is used to mark a change of scene or show the passing of time.
